Local attractions
include the Corinium Museum, Roman Amphitheatre and
the Brewery Arts Centre. The Cotswold Hills and the world
famous Westonbirt Arboretum near Tetbury are a short
distance away.

Cirencester is also within easy reach of Cheltenham,
Oxford, Gloucester and Swindon. Buses stop outside the
court and take you into town or there are trains from
Kemble and Swindon. The local volunteer service offers a
dial-a-ride facility and there are several reliable taxi
companies for residents to use.

The court has a good range of onsite facilities including
three communal lounges, laundry, guest room, hairdresser,
restaurant, lifts and Car park. Care is available 24 hours as
required.
